SENIORS CARDS ACROSS THE STATES: HOW 

THEY WORK! 

Who is eligible for an ACT Seniors Card? 
Persons 60 years or over who are permanent residents of the 
ACT and not in paid employment for more than 20 hours per 
week. 
- see back cover for further information. 

Is the Seniors Card Scheme a national scheme? 
Seniors Card Schemes are the responsibility of State and 
Territory Governments, not the Commonwealth Government. 
Each State/Territory operates its own Seniors Card Scheme. 
The range of benefits vary between the states. 

Can I obtain concessions on public transport? 
Currently, Seniors Card holders are entitled to all concession 
fares on ACTION services.  These fares are generally set at 50% 
of the full fare and are as follows: 
 

 On Bus  Concession  Fares  

Single Trip  
(90 minutes transfer ticket available on 
request, at no extra charge) 

$1.50 

Pensioner Off Peak Daily  $1.60 
Daily $3.30 

  
On-bus fares can be purchased from the driver.  Correct 
change is requested and passengers must show their Seniors 
Cards to the driver when requesting a concession fare or full 
fare will be charged.  The transfer ticket lasts for 90 minutes, 
and ensures that, if a passenger needs to change buses to 
complete a journey, and that journey is completed within 90 
minutes of the firstvalidation, only one fare is paid.  The 
Pensioner Off-Peak provides travel between 9am and 4:30pm 
and then after 6pm on weekdays and all day Saturday and 
Sunday for a single fare.

Weekly $12.30 

Monthly $41.00 

Daily $3.30 

Pensioner Off Peak Daily $1.40 

  
Pre-purchased tickets are available from ACTION Ticket Agents 
and online at the ACTION website.  The Faresaver 10 has ten 
rides, each with a 90 minute transfer built in.  The ticket itself 
does not expire, so it can be used until all ten journeys have 
been completed.  Daily, Weekly and monthly tickets are time-
limited.  A daily ticket is valid until the last service on the day it 
is first validated on a bus.  A weekly ticket lasts for 7 days from 
the first time it is validated on the bus, and the monthly ticket 
expires 30 days after the first validation.  Again, when 
boarding the bus, passengers must show their Seniors 
Cards when travelling on a concession ticket. 
Please note that these fares are subject to review and may 
change. 

Travelling interstate? 
With respect to reciprocal arrangments,  ACT Seniors Cards 
are recognised for the purposes of public transport 
concessions in every state and territory except Western 
Australia.  This means that Seniors Card holders from these 
states and the Northern Territory are also eligible for 
concession travel on ACTION services.
